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Quality vs Functional
Concerns

Functional concern

Defines what a system should
be able to do

e.g. the system should assign

all incoming tasks to resources

Quality concern

Defines the qualities the system
nas to exhibit while fulfilling its

function

e.g. Performance: the system
should be capable of assigning
25 tasks/second

Trade-offs between qualities!

Improve security => reduce performance
